Bloom’s Taxonomy:  Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Synthesis, Evaluation
Objective: Students will be able to evaluate the effects of cyber bullying and assess ways to prevent it by creating an iMovie after viewing a video and exploring websites on cyber bullying.
Anticipatory Set:  

· Teacher will ask, “How do you feel when someone is mean to you?”
· TW ask, “Why do you think people are mean to one another?”
· SW discuss answers with each other.
Input and Modeling:  

· TW explain that students will be discussing cyber bullying today and creating an iMovie trailer in pairs.

· SW watch “Cyberbullying” on BrainPop.  SW reflect on their reactions to the video by turning to their partner and discussing.
· SW take the quiz on BrainPop on their iPads with their partners.

· TW ask, “What are some ways we can stop cyber bullying? What can we do?”
· TW list some of the students’ ideas on the board.

Checking for Understanding & Guided Practice:  
· SW be paired in groups of two.
· TW model how to open the Digital Story website and follow the directions
· TW model how to open the research websites and how to open and save the Storyboard.
· TW model how to open the iMovie instructions and will explain that students can refer to the YouTube tutorial on how to create a movie trailer.
· SW then explain the directions back to the teacher as a class.
Independent Practice:  

· SW research Cyberbullying on the websites provided.  One student will handle the research computer while the other does the typing on the iMovie Storyboard.

· SW create an iMovie trailer on ways they can prevent cyberbullying.

Closure:  

· TW ask, “What is cyberbullying?  How can you prevent cyberbullying?”
· SW answer these questions on a post-it on the final page of the Digital Story website.

Materials:  SmartBoard, Computers, Internet, Projector, iPads, iMovie directions, iMovie Storyboard
**Students with special needs should be paired with someone who is more on the Gifted and Talented spectrum.  This will put more accountability on those that are in the G and T program.  Students can add their own pictures as an extension to this project.**
